Ninja	Gaiden	3	is	the	latest	in	a	long	line	of	Ninja	Gaiden	games	that	have	their	roots	in	the	NES.	What	entitles	him	to	a	“3”	at	the	end?	The	Best	Black	Friday	Deals:	Deals	Too	Good	to	Miss	We're	not	exactly	sure.
Thrown	out	of	Ninja	Gaiden:	The	Ancient	Ship	of	Doom	in	the	early	1990s,	we've	spent	the	last	two	decades	drowning	in	a	turbulent	sea	of	​​Sigmas,	Blacks,	and	various	other	Ninja	Gaiden	2s	and	3s,	none	of	which	seems	ever	to	have	done	something.	Meaning.	We're	not	sure	if	Ninja	Gaiden	makes	sense	or	should	make	sense.	It	seems	an	accepted	part
of	the	franchise	that	the	story	either	doesn't	exist	or	is	very	thin	at	best.	There	was	a	time	when	new	Gaiden	games	came	with	excuses	as	bad	as	their	actions.	"We	had	a	really	good	story,	but	it	got	stuck	in	the	washing	machine...	and	then	the	dog	ate	it."	Now	he	doesn't	even	try	to	apologize.	And	so	far	nobody	has	cared.	The	best	we	wanted	from
Ninja	Gaiden	story-wise	was	"come	here	and	kill	things	along	the	way".	Aesthetic	appeal	and	stunning	gameplay	made	2004's	Ninja	Gaiden	for	Xbox	and	2008's	Ninja	Gaiden	2	for	Xbox	360	in	no	time.despite	plot	flaws.	Ninja	Gaiden	has	spent	the	last	few	decades	carving	out	its	niche	and	building	a	loyal	following	in	the	arcade	era.	Since	Tomonobu
Itagaki's	departure	from	Tecmo	Koei	in	2008,	the	series	seems	to	be	taking	a	new	direction,	leaving	the	carefully	crafted	hardcore	crowd	behind	in	favor	of	a	wider	gaming	audience.	In	fact,	this	game	is	so	far	removed	from	what	Ninja	Gaiden	once	was	and	what	it	actually	stood	for	that	aside	from	the	main	character	and	ninja	master	Ryu	Hayabusa
and	the	art	on	the	box,	you'll	be	hard	pressed.	was	forced	to	recognize	it	as	part	of	the	Ninja	Gaiden	series.	In	fact,	we	wish	it	wasn't	a	spinoff	of	the	series,	then	it	would	be	much	more	tolerable.	Ninja	Gaiden	3:	GameplayCombat	is	much,	much	less	complicated	than	previous	Ninja	Gaiden	games.	That's	not	to	say	that	everything	is	easy,	they	are
definitely	easier,	but	when	you	increase	the	difficulty,	it	can	become	very	difficult	very	quickly.	In	previous	Ninja	Gaiden	games,	increasing	the	difficulty	meant	that	your	enemies	became	much	smarter	and	would	easily	kill	you	if	you	thought	about	making	the	wrong	move	for	even	a	millisecond.	Just	big	waves	of	"chosen",	"highly	qualified"	pranksters
in	typical	"bad	boy"	cop	uniforms.	Don't	get	me	wrong,	the	combat	still	looks	good	graphically,	and	every	swing	of	your	katana	(btw)	is	accompanied	by	a	tsunami	of	blood	and	guts,	as	you'd	expect	from	Ninja	Gaiden.	But	that's	where	the	similarities	between	this	game	and	its	predecessors	end.	The	combat	animations	are	still	intuitive,	and	the	steel-
to-the-bones	slow-motion	is	nice,	if	a	little	underwhelming.	In	short,	the	fight	is	still	fun	to	watch,	but	that's	where	the	problem	lies.	Most	of	the	time	we	just	wanted	to	watch	this	master.go	to	work	At	times	it	became	clear	that	we	had	to	press	buttons	to	make	it	move	and	cut	through	things,	but	it	didn't	really	matter	which	buttons	we	pressed.	There
is	a	deeper	combat	system	here	that	can	be	useful	for	players	who	want	to	take	advantage	of	it.	But	in	Ninja	Gaiden	from	the	past,	a	handful	of	simple	enemies	would	wipe	you	out	if	you	didn't	know	what	you	were	doing.	The	current	Gaiden	ninja	doesn't	care,	he	just	pounces	on	you	with	a	wave	of	bad	guys	and	tells	you	to	press	the	buttons.	Shredding
things	in	Cooking	Mama	really	gives	you	more	of	a	sense	of	accomplishment,	or	at	least	makes	you	feel	like	Mama	cares	what	buttons	you	push	and	gets	pretty	cocky	when	you	do	it	wrong.	We	wish	Ninja	Gaiden	3	would	take	care	of	that	in	the	same	way.	This	does	not	apply	to	boss	fights,	which	are	arguably	the	best	part	of	the	solo	mode.	Too	bad
they	seem	so	rare.	Maybe	because	the	action	between	them	is	so	monotonous	that	it	seems	to	be	longer	than	in	previous	games.	Or	maybe	it's	because	the	bosses	are	similar,	but	in	between	you	waste	your	time	engaging	in	unnecessary	quick	event	sequences.	Ninja	Gaiden	3:	The	Story	We	feel	like	this	game	really	tries	to	tie	it	all	together	with	a
compelling	storyline,	but	it	just	doesn't	work.	The	premise	of	Ninja	Gaiden	3	is	that	Ryu	will	pay	Hayabusa	for	all	the	people	he	killed	(we	didn't	count,	but	it's	a	lot).	The	sword	on	his	shoulder	makes	him	feel	the	pain	of	every	soul	he's	ever	killed,	and	the	frustratingly	limited	(and	equally	horrific)	voice	acting	tries	to	give	the	usual	villains	a	sense	of
individuality	by	reminding	you	that	you're	taking	the	fathers	of	the	children,	the	sons	of	the	fathers,	the	brothers...	you	have	painting.	Why	doesn't	it	work?	Well,	because	most	of	the	enemies	look	pretty	much	the	same	and	because	they	all	say	the	same	things.	Oh	wait...	and	because	they	are	allfor	a	terrorist	organization	called	"Lords	of	Alchymie"
that	wants	to	blow	up	the	world.	We	have	no	sympathy.	It	seems	to	focus	a	lot	on	the	story,	along	with	Hayabusa's	newfound	conscience,	but	its	failure	means	that	the	significance	of	the	sheer	number	of	people	you	kill	is	completely	lost.	So	stack	all	those	enemies	over	it	and	sometimes	you'll	kill	enough	of	them	to	make	your	hand	glow	red,	at	which
point	you'll	shoot	a	bunch	of	glowing	red	juice	from	your	hands	that	will	destroy	every	single	enemy	on	the	screen.	Unlike	the	more	recent	Mass	Effect	3,	Ninja	Gaiden	3	doesn't	give	you	any	options,	but	Ryu	Hayabusa	doesn't	offer	any	consistency	as	a	character	either.	Even	if	you	try	to	follow	the	story,	you'll	find	it	hard	to	keep	up	with	the	pace	of
the	story,	especially	as	its	focus	shifts	in	almost	every	cut-scene	in	several	multiplayer	modes.	The	co-op	is	so	easy	in	some	places	that	it's	even	a	bit	condescending,	but	the	overall	experience	is	good,	even	if	the	co-op	modes	are	honestly	hard	to	understand.	Almost	everything	is	more	fun	with	a	buddy.	Multiplayer	death	is	pretty	much	the	same	story,
you	can	make	fun	of	it	if	you	try	hard,	but	the	game	makes	no	effort	to	help	you	reach	the	standard	level	of	multiplayer	fun.	It	feels	very	forced,	with	a	noticeable	lack	of	customization,	and	it's	all	very	simple	and	pretty	boring	without	the	alcohol.	This	game	is	certified	18	so	you	can	tell.	Don't	drink,	kids.	Ninja	Gaiden	3:	The	Conclusion	Ninja	Gaiden
was	once	the	pinnacle	of	incredibly	complex	and	incredibly	challenging	gameplay.	As	a	result,	it's	always	been	a	Marmite	franchise,	some	people	just	didn't	want	that	kind	of	disappointment	and	they	had	a	right	to.	But	that	didn't	stop	2004's	Ninja	Gaiden	and	2008's	Ninja	Gaiden	2	from	becoming	timeless	classics.	The	fact	is,	they	weren't	for
everyone,	but	they	were	nonetheless.Play	on	your	own.	Ninja	Gaiden	3	is	still	not	for	everyone.	It	won't	scare	people	off	with	huge	learning	curves	and	downright	cheap	enemies	like	old	games.	It	may	attract	a	new	generation	of	gamers,	but	none	of	them	will	find	the	same	satisfaction	in	this	version	as	in	previous	iterations.	For	the	record,	we
understand	what	Tecmo	and	Team	Ninja	wanted	to	do	here.	But	The	Fly	immediately	comes	to	mind	-	well-meaning	developers	tried	to	combine	the	unique	features	of	Ninja	Gaiden	with	a	more	accessible	style	of	play.	Unfortunately,	they	stopped	development,	revealing	a	mess	of	ideas	that	is	neither	fun	nor	unique.	It	might	be	accessible,	but	what's
the	point	if	all	you	have	is	a	plump	experience	that's	been	seen	hundreds	of	times?	Tecmo	took	with	him	everything	that	made	Ninja	Gaiden	so	special	and	so	popular	with	his	fans,	and	he	took	his	katana	with	him.	The	overall	impression	is	not	bad,	the	game	itself	is	well	made	and	you	won't	run	into	any	technical	problems.	However,	this	is	the
undeniable	failure	of	a	series	that	has	always	set	the	bar	so	high. Led	by	the	peaceful	but	demented	Nobuteru	Ichijo,	Ichijo	has	long	been	despised	as	weak	and	cowardly	by	many	neighborhood	leaders
and	influential	figures	in	society.	Now	without	Asuka's	ninja	present,	these	leaders	decided	to	take	Utakata	as	their	property.	According	to	Onji,	Goh	and	Ichiyo	used	to	be	very	close,	almost	like	father	and	son,	and	Ichiyo	plans	to	continue	this	relationship	even	though	Goh's	loyalties	may	now	lie	elsewhere.	House	of	Akame,	run	by	Kagetora	Akame,	a
former	samurai	and	ruler	of	Fudo	Province,	which	borders	Utakata.	Kagetora	has	gained	a	fearsome	reputation	due	to	his	true	temper	and	violent	nature,	quick	execution	of	those	who	will	not	betray	or	betray	him.	The	Akame	clan	has	amassed	immense	wealth	through	its	contacts	with	China,	and	is	the	richest,	largest,	and	best-equipped	of	the	three.
Akame	views	Utakata	as	the	first	step	in	the	conquest	of	Japan	and	wastes	no	time	mobilizing	his	armies	for	a	military	offensive	against	House	Ichiyo.	Although	Akame	is	suspicious	of	Goh,	he	realizes	the	advantage	Asuka's	ninja	would	give	him	during	the	Utakata	invasion	and	tries	to	enlist	Goh's	services,	offering	him	immense	wealth	and	power
beyond	imagination	if	he	so	chooses.	The	Amurite	faith,	headed	by	the	charismatic	Sadame,	a	cult	leader	with	wide	support	among	the	peasant	and	merchant	classes,	who	contribute	financial	and	material	contributions	to	the	Amurite	coffers.	Sadame	was	born	a	farmer's	daughter,	so	Utakata	farmers	are	enthralled	by	her	teachings	and	rhetoric	and
are	offering	resources	and	services	en	masse	to	help.Amur	faith.	Devotees	who	choose	to	deviate	from	the	teachings	of	the	divine	Amurita	or	refrain	from	giving	will	be	punished	quickly	and	severely.	Jealous	of	the	protection	Go	and	the	Asuka	ninja	provided	to	Ichijo,	Sadame	is	aware	of	Go's	reputation,	regarding	Ichijo	as	weak	and	unworthy	of	the
ninja's	services.	She	asks	Goh	to	serve	her	in	the	same	way	so	that	she	can	prove	to	him	that	she	is	a	leader	worthy	of	his	trust.	Game	Info[]	Development[]	After	the	Tenchu	​​series	lost	out	to	rival	Japanese	developer	FROMSOFTWARE,	AQUIRE	started	developing	a	new	series	with	similar	style	and	gameplay	to	keep	stealth/ninja	fans	alive.	ACQUIRE
has	apologized	on	its	official	website	for	the	lack	of	a	planned	release	in	North	America	due	to	circumstances	beyond	its	control.	AQUIRE	also	developed	Shinobido:	Tales	of	the	Ninja	for	the	PlayStation	Portable,	a	side	story	or	"Gaiden"	title	in	the	series.	And	in	2011,	ACQUIRE	developed	a	sequel	to	the	PlayStation	Vita	game:	Shinobido	2:	Revenge	of
Zen.	[]	The	game	received	mixed	and	mostly	average	reviews,	with	an	average	score	of	59	on	Metacritic.	Critics	and	reviewers	criticized	the	game's	unwieldy	control	system,	which	occasionally	caused	the	player	to	accidentally	alert	an	enemy	to	their	presence	when	attempting	a	sneak	attack	or	stealth	kill,	and	the	lack	of	variety	between	missions.	On
the	other	hand,	critics	praised	the	unique	story,	ragdoll	physics,	and	an	open	system	that	allowed	players	to	choose	their	allegiance	and	mission	style,	whether	stealth	or	all-out.
