Fancy hats, sunglasses and cigarettes hanging out the side of his mouth, all mixed with tasty melodic rhythm
work and soaring solos make Slash a guitar hero. From Guns N’ Roses to his newer solo career he has always remained true to his style. In this lesson we see how Slash would approach an open chord riff, a melodic, almost vocal guitar solo, and a more technical lick as well. Let’s dive in! Slash Guitar Example 1 - Chord Slash often favours fairly simple open
chord progressions. He likes to add in nice picking parts and hammer-ons and pull-offs to make his rhythm parts sound fluid. Going back to basic principles of good solid open chord rhythm playing is always a winner when developing your rhythm playing vocabulary. Slash Guitar Example 2 - Singable Lick In Guns N’ Roses tracks there were often multiple
solos. Slash would create a very melodic, almost vocal solo as the first solo that appeared in the song. This guitar lick is all about creating that style. It is in G major Pentatonic and incorporates some melodic bends and hammer-ons. Try extending out this mini lick into a whole solo, using the principle of making it singable. Slash Guitar Example 3 - Technical
Singable Lick Here we see how Slash uses some of the notes from example two and creates a more technical lick around that theme. This is a fantastic way to build your soloing repertoire, especially if your piece has multiple solos included in it. Recommended listening For classic Slash style guitar licks, I recommend buying the album “Guns N’ Roses

Guitar Lesson Video Transcription Hey YouTube! Simon here once again for Fundamental Changes. Today we’re looking at a few ideas in the
style of the Rock King Slash. Let’s go and have a look at a few of these just after this. [guitar playing] Slash’s rhythm style shows a real delicate approach, and often uses lots of open chords, especially from his Guns N’ Roses days. This example, we’re around a G, A minor, C, G, and a D and a D sus. These are very basic chords, but once you add in a nice
picking pattern with the right hand - I'm using a plectrum, not finger picking - and some hammer-ons and some subtle additions, it shows actually, the value you can get from open chords. Never neglect your open chords, as Slash often demonstrates. Let’s get to Example 2. [guitar playing] Often in Guns N’ Roses days, Slash would have multiple solos in 1
song, which is always fun when you’re a guitarist. The 1st solo in most of these songs was always usually a real melodic, almost vocal quality to it. Example 2 here today demonstrates a little lick around the G major pentatonic, which is the same as your E minor, up around the 12th fret, but starting from the 2nd note, if you’ve not come across that, and it
shows you just the vocal quality that can be had from some bends, hammer-ons, and some pull-offs. Try extending this exact lick out into a bigger solo for a full vocal-like, solo quality. [guitar playing] Example 3 here today shows what Slash might go on to do in one of his latest solos in Guns N’ Roses days. He’'ll take the similar kind of theme that we had in
Example 2. It’s not by any means identical, but we’re up around the same place, and I add in far more techniques and ideas to that. It’s a great way to build up solos in a song. Simple and melodic, and then getting to a stage where you’'re adding in more techniques, flavors, styles. This one’s got bends, hammer-ons, pull-offs, rolling through the strings, but
it’s still retaining an element of the vocal singable quality. I hope this gives you some new ideas for your own solos. ActorMusic DepartmentComposerSaul Hudson, mainly
known as Slash, was born on July 23, 1965, and was raised in Stoke-on-Trent. Both his parents worked in the entertainment business, his mother being a clothing designer (she did some of David Bowie's costumes) and his father being an art director for a record company. When Slash was 11 he moved with his mother to Los Angeles, leaving his father
behind in England, although he eventually joined them in L.A. years later. Slash became sort of an outsider at school since he didn't really fit in with other kids. In the mid 70s his parents separated and Slash moved in with his grandmother. During this time Slash got interested in BMX riding, and went on to win several awards and money in
competitions.When he was 15 he got his first guitar, and his schoolwork started to go downhill as he skipped class to sit playing guitar all day. Slash eventually got so tired of school that he dropped out in 11th grade. As he lived in Los Angeles, a city flourishing with new, young rock bands, he quickly got in touch with people to jam with. After meeting
Steven Adler the two of them formed a band called Road Crew. Then he met Izzy Stradlin who played in a band with Axl Rose, and after hearing Axl sing live, he was set on getting him in his band. Soon a bass player answered one of Slash's ads in the paper, and Slash (guitar), Steven (drums), Izzy (guitar), Axl (vocals) and Duff McKagan (bass) formed Guns
N' Roses in 1986. Soon enough, GNR were known across the globe as the new rock n' roll sensation. Album sales went sky high and the band was having a blast on their world tours, and during this time Slash worked with artists like Michael Jackson on the Dangerous album and Lenny Kravitz, just to name two. But after the Use Your Illusion tour, GNR
decided to take a break. Slash however, needed to play music and so he formed his own band Slash's Snakepit. With the success of this bands album It's Five O'Clock Somewhere (1995), Slash told the public that Slash's Snakepit would be back again. During this time Slash and Axl were having some heated arguments about Guns N' Roses and what would
happen next. Guns N' Roses as we knew them then, was terminated by the result as Slash decided to leave the band, handing all rights of the band name over to Axl.After this Slash did a few gigs here and there, formed a band called Blues Ball who played blues covers, and even brought back Slash's Snakepit as he said he would, although they didn't last
very long this time either. In 2000, Slash met Perla Ferrar and on October 15, 2001, married her. It's not surprising that he wore black leather pants, a white shirt and his faithful black leather jacket to the wedding! His new status as a married man didn't slow him down, though. In 2003, Velvet Revolver was formed by the former members of Guns N' Roses;
Slash, Duff and Matt (who replaced Steven in 1990), Scott Weiland (vocals) from Stone Temple Pilots and Dave Kushner (guitar) from Wasted Youth. Velvet Revolver's debut album Contraband (2004) was long-awaited and sold incredibly well. They are now going to show up on the second Live Aid concert along with many other huge artists, which will be
held in London. 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Editors’ Picks.Browse Editors' Favorites I'm extremely happy to unveil the second version of my lead guitar course on Slash from Guns n’ Roses! Slash was one of the guitarists who inspired me to play the instrument, and one of the very first books I bought about guitar was one of his licks and solos. I later bought a book that had the complete Guns n’ Roses
tabs at the time, as this was before Chinese Democracy came out. So I know a thing or two about Slash’s playing style, and I'm glad you've given me your trust to unlock the secrets to lead guitar via his music. A big mistake I made before was to just give you a theory analysis of some licks, and then let you figure out the rest. It’s not your job to figure that
stuff out if you’ve gotten here..... So I went a few steps further. I've made exercises that’ll help you visualize the fretboard like he does, and come up with your own creative ways to use his phrases and ideas in your own solos. I then break down the licks in a way where you can practice and later use them as your own sounds. Another big mistake many
courses make is just throwing a lick at you with no idea on how to use it outside of the song it came from. Then lastly, I'll break down the chord progressions of a few of his most famous solos so that you can prepare and be ready to improvise over them. Tab images I made from Guitar Pro will be seen throughout this course, and you can download them
below: Download all the Slash Guitar Pro Files by clicking here So this is not a quick, lite course. You can go and cherry pick what you want, but I suggest going through everything at least once before you do that. The guitar pro files will give you a quick reference, but will be incomplete without the writings and breakdowns I've given you. And that'’s it. Let’s
dive in! By: Willem de Boer It wasn’t until I went to secondary school in 1992 that I found out about Guns n’ Roses. Nearly everyone one in my school listened to them. They were huge. It is also the first time I heard Slash. I wouldn’t pick up the guitar for another two years but already his lead playing captivated me. Slash has a very unique lead playing style.
His style is bluesy and soulful, and sometimes ventures off to include notes that are not part of the standard blues scale. Slash can play very emotional, wailing melodies, but also rough and fast pieces when the song calls for it. There is something unashamed and primal about his playing — it’s almost sexy. When I was 16, I was absolutely obsessed with
copying Slash’s style. I got myself an Epiphone Les Paul and did nothing but play Guns n’ Roses songs and copy the master’s solos for nearly 2 years straight. In this post I want to highlight some of the things that strike me as being typical of Slash’s style. I don’t want to talk about specific licks as I think ultimately this is a bit limiting. While knowing how to
play specific licks can be very useful, what I want to convey in this post are ideas — several ways to approach particular notes to create a certain feel. You can then incorporate these ideas into your own lead playing. First, let’s start off with the scale that Slash tends to build most of his solos around. It’s the standard blues scale, and in standard position it is
given by: Blues Scale in Standard Position Most of the solos on Guns n’ Roses’ albums Appetite for Destruction, Use Your Illusion 1 and Use Your Illusion 2 are built around this scale. Slash occasionally extends this scale to include more notes if the song calls for it. Idea #1: Mixing minor and major scales Take the standard blues scale in standard position.
Now shift the whole pattern down by three semitones. What you are left with is the major pentatonic scale with the addition of the minor third. Check Out the Guns n Roses Collection at Amazon.com Slash uses this scale a lot in ballads where the standard blues scale would sound a bit too rebellious. The major pentatonic scale sounds more harmonious than
the standard blues scale when played against major scale chord progressions. This is perfect for ballads where the melody should add to the mood of the song rather than rebel against it, which is what tends to happen when you play the blues scale. Listen to ballads like “November Rain” or “Estranged” to hear this scale in action. The power comes from
being able to mix this scale with the blues scale. Each scale adds their own different feel to a solo. Go to the Examples section to see a video that illustrates this idea. The following chart shows the scale in all its glory with the standard blues scale as reference (semi-transparant). Slash usually adds the perfect fourth, as highlighted in yellow. Slash's Major
Scale Pattern Idea #2: Overbending the perfect fifth Let’s go back to the standard blues scale. In particular, have a look at the perfect fifth. Slash bends this note by three semitones. This is something that I think is one of those things that really defines Slash’s lead style. That note, when bent by three semitones, followed by picking the fifth, augmented
fourth, perfect fourth and minor third sounds absolutely great. It’s like turbo-charged blues. Have a listen to Slash’s solo on Lenny Kravitz’s “Mama Said” to hear this in action. It’s that one note that really stands out to me. See if you can spot it. The Perfect Fifth Idea #3: Adding the major sixth When a song calls for it, Slash is no stranger to playing fast
phrases. And when he does he adds the major sixth to the blues scale. This is a note that stands out when added to the standard blues scale and gives the melody a different feel. Listen to songs such as Guns n’ Roses’ “You Could be Mine” or “Garden of Eden” for an example. Major 6th Added Two Examples I've recorded a little video that illustrates the three
ideas. It is roughly divided into three parts. The first part is an example of how you can mix the major and minor scales. The second part shows the use of bending the perfect fifth, and the third part shows the use of the major sixth when playing a fast passage. I play a slow version after each of the last two sections so you can see what is going on. What is
better than to watch the master himself in action. Here’s an excerpt of a live Guns n’ Roses concert during their Use Your Illusion tour. Slash uses the sixth note idea a lot in the first minute or so. For an example, skip to around 0:26, 0:55 or 1:54-1:56 to hear it in action. The perfect fifth note idea is used in typical Slash style around 1:02. Next time... Next
time I will write about more ideas that Slash uses for soloing. Ideas that you can incorporate into your own lead playing. He has a huge collection of Les Pauls, but his best known and best loved is actually a 1959 replica built by Kris Derrig. The guitar was bought for Slash by his manager in late 1986 for recording of Appetite
For Destruction. The guitar came with Seymour Duncan Alnico 2 pickups and quickly became Slash's main studio instrument. Another Les Paul that Slash is famous for playing with is his 1987 Les Paul Standard which has been used on countless tours. In 2018 Slash owns a collection of 221 guitars that represent a total value of 2 millions dollars. Slash's first
electric guitar was a copy of Gibson Explorer given by his grandmother. Then, while he increased experiences in different bands, Slash tried out few other instruments before adopting definitely Les Paul guitars in 1985. Memphis Les Paul copy Gibson Explorer copy B.C. Rich Mockingbird B.C. Rich Warlock Jackson Superstrat For studio sessions, Slash
almost exclusively uses a 1959 Les Paul Standard replica made by Kris Derrig. It is with this instrument that he recorded almost all parts of Guns N' Roses, Slash's Snakepit, Velvet Revolver and solo albums. However, when he wants a specific sound for some parts, he sometimes plays with other guitars such as Flying V, Explorer, Stratocaster or Telecaster.

Rich Mockingbird ("You Could Be Mine", "The Alien", "Sucker Train Blues"), Gibson EDS-1275 ("Patience", "Knockin' On Heaven's Door"), Guild Crossroads ("Neither Can I", "Back And Forth Again", "Back To The Moment") or Travis Bean 1000
