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O, taste and see that the Lord is good Psalm 34:8According to Tozer, the goodness of God disposes Him to be kind, cordial, benevolent, and full of good will toward men. He is tenderhearted and of quick sympathy, and His unfailing attitude toward all moral beings is open, frank, and friendly. By His nature He is inclined to bestow blessedness and He
takes holy pleasure in the happiness of His people.Just like his other attributes, Gods goodness exists within his immutability and infinite nature so that he is unchangingly, always good. His mercy flows from his goodness. In his goodness to us, we see that He has purposed to be good in a special way to his people (Ligonier.com).As with Gods other
perfect attributes, Christians find it easier to affirm the goodness of God when things are going well. When life takes a nosedive, though, thats when we begin to question Gods goodness to and for us.When the Psalmist writes, O, taste and see that the Lord is good, (Psalm 34), He is inviting us not just to believe that God is good but to experience Gods
goodness. And, interestingly, as Desiring God writer Andrew Wilson notes in his article on the subject of Gods goodness, the psalmist affirms his experience of Gods goodness from a place of suffering. In verse 19, he makes the remarkable announcement, Many are the afflictions of the righteous. Even with a good God, who is sovereign over
everything and has the power to do whatever he likes, good people still suffer. His punchline, though, comes in the next phrase: but Yahweh delivers him out of them all. Without the authority of the Bible, any attempt to explain Gods attributes (inherent qualities) would be no better than an opinion, which by itself is often
incorrect, especially in understanding God (Job 42:7). To say that it is important for us to try to understand what God is like is a huge understatement. Failure to do so can cause us to set up, chase after, and worship false gods contrary to His will (Exodus 20:3-5).0Only what God has chosen to reveal of Himself can be known. One of Gods attributes or
qualities is light, meaning that He is self-revealing in information of Himself (Isaiah 60:19; James 1:17). The fact that God has revealed knowledge of Himself should not be neglected (Hebrews 4:1). Creation, the Bible, and the Word made flesh (Jesus Christ) will help us to know what God is like.Lets start by understanding that God is our Creator and
that we are a part of His creation (Genesis 1:1; Psalm 24:1) and are created in His image. Man is above the rest of creation and was given dominion over it (Genesis 1:26-28). Creation is marred by the fall but still offers a glimpse of Gods works (Genesis 3:17-18; Romans 1:19-20). By considering creations vastness, complexity, beauty, and order, we
can have a sense of the awesomeness of God.Reading through some of the names of God can be helpful in our search of what God is like. They are as follows:Elohim - strong One, divine (Genesis 1:1)Adonai - Lord, indicating a Master-to-servant relationship (Exodus 4:10, 13)El Elyon - Most High, the strongest One (Genesis 14:20)El Roi - the strong
One who sees (Genesis 16:13)El Shaddai - Almighty God (Genesis 17:1)El Olam - Everlasting God (Isaiah 40:28)Yahweh - LORD I AM, meaning the eternal, self-existent God (Exodus 3:13, 14).God is eternal, meaning He had no beginning and His existence will never end. He is immortal and infinite (Deuteronomy 33:27; Psalm 90:2; 1 Timothy 1:17).
God is immutable, meaning He is unchanging; this in turn means that God is absolutely reliable and trustworthy (Malachi 3:6; Numbers 23:19; Psalm 102:26, 27). God is incomparable; there is no one like Him in works or being. He is unequaled and perfect (2 Samuel 7:22; Psalm 86:8; Isaiah 40:25; Matthew 5:48). God is inscrutable, unfathomable,
unsearchable, and past finding out as far as understanding Him completely (Isaiah 40:28; Psalm 145:3; Romans 11:33, 34).God is just; He is no respecter of persons in the sense of showing favoritism (Deuteronomy 32:4; Psalm 18:30). God is omnipotent; He is all-powerful and can do anything that pleases Him, but His actions will always be in accord
with the rest of His character (Revelation 19:6; Jeremiah 32:17, 27). God is omnipresent, meaning He is present everywhere, but this does not mean that God is everything (Psalm 139:7-13; Jeremiah 23:23). God is omniscient, meaning He knows the past, present, and future, including what we are thinking at any given moment. Since He knows
everything, His justice will always be administered fairly (Psalm 139:1-5; Proverbs 5:21).God is one; not only is there no other, but He is alone in being able to meet the deepest needs and longings of our hearts. God alone is worthy of our worship and devotion (Deuteronomy 6:4). God is righteous, meaning that God cannot and will not pass over
wrongdoing. It is because of Gods righteousness and justice that, in order for our sins to be forgiven, Jesus had to experience Gods wrath when our sins were placed upon Him (Exodus 9:27; Matthew 27:45-46; Romans 3:21-26).God is sovereign, meaning He is supreme. All of His creation put together cannot thwart His purposes (Psalm 93:1; 95:3;
Jeremiah 23:20). God is spirit, meaning He is invisible (John 1:18; 4:24). God is a Trinity. He is three in one, the same in substance, equal in power and glory. God is truth, He will remain incorruptible and cannot lie (Psalm 117:2; 1 Samuel 15:29).God is holy, separated from all moral defilement and hostile toward it. God sees all evil and it angers Him.
God is referred to as a consuming fire (Isaiah 6:3; Habakkuk 1:13; Exodus 3:2, 4-5; Hebrews 12:29). God is gracious, and His grace includes His goodness, kindness, mercy, and love. If it were not for Gods grace, His holiness would exclude us from His presence. Thankfully, this is not the case, for He desires to know each of us personally (Exodus

Instead, we will look at what attributes God tells us about himself in the Bible.In other words, how
does he describe himself? What does he want us to know about him? I believe a few that he purposefully shows us will act as the foundation for all other attributes of him.God wants us to know that he is omnipotent, meaning that he is infinite in power. He can do anything at any moment. Nothing and no one is stronger than him. He can blink and
create a new galaxy. He can sneeze and erase existence. Whatever he thinks, whatever he wants, he is capable of doing.Jesus himself tells us, "For nothing will be impossible with God (Luke 1:37, ESV). If you truly believed that nothing was impossible for God, that he had all power in his hands, how would you live differently?2. God Is Infinite in
KnowledgeGod tells us that he is omniscient or infinite in knowledge. He knows everything, all at once. God knows every thought in every human at every moment while simultaneously knowing what is happening with stars and planets a billion lightyears away.He knows every cell's movement on the bottom of the deepest ocean and every snowflakes
pattern on the top of the highest mountain. Every nanosecond that passes, he did not miss.Even before a word is on my tongue, behold, O Lord, you know it altogether (Psalm 139:4, ESV).He wants you to know that he knows you better than you know yourself.3. God Is Everywhere at Every MomentGod is omnipresent, meaning he is everywhere at the
same time. He does not just know what is happening. He is there. He is not bound by space or matter, or time.He can be with you as you read this article and be with me as I write it. He does not leave you, does not lose you. He is in all of the time at the same time.If I go up to the heavens, you are there; if I make my bed in the depths, you are there
(Psalm 139:8).God is everlasting, meaning you can go an infinite amount of time in the past, and God is there. You can then travel an endless amount of time in the future, and God is still there. He has no beginning and no end. Every moment to him is the present moment for him.He can give you 100% of his attention and be with you every moment.
Notice in John 8:58, Jesus answered,"I tell you the truth before Abraham was even born, I am! (NLT).He said, "Before Abraham was," talking about the past, then shifts and says, "I am" in the present. Our history and future are in the present before God.God can do all things for you. He knows what is going on in your mind, heart, and life. God is there
with you, and you have his complete attention. He is all-mighty and yet all personable.What a wonderfully powerful and intimate God we have!4. God Is GoodEverything God ever has done has been good. He can't not be good. He is the definition of goodness.Every good and perfect gift is from above, coming down from the Father of the heavenly
lights, who does not change like shifting shadows(James 1:17).Is something good? Then it came from God. Did you breathe today? That is because God is good. Did you eat food this week? That is because He is good.Taste and see that the LORD is good; blessed is the one who takes refuge in him(Psalm 34:8).Did you laugh? That's because he is good
and gives you the ability to laugh. Did you cry? That is because he is good and gives your body the ability to release the pain you feel.One foundational block of our faith is that God is good all the time, no matter what. So, when we read the Bible, we have to approach it with this underlining truth.When I see a situation in the Bible or in my life that
doesn't seem good to me, I have to stop myself and say, "The truth is that God is still good." Then I pray, "God show me how you are good in this situation."God does not withhold his goodness. Psalm 84:11 says,"no good thing does he withhold from those whose walk is blameless." He is good to all, even those who do not deserve it. Psalm 145:9 says,
"The LORD is good to all; he has compassion on all he has made."God isn't just infinitely powerful and present, but infinitely good as well.5. God Is Love]Just like God is the definition of goodness, He is the very essence of love as well."Anyone who does not love does not know God, because God is love(1 John 4:8).Love is not something that God has. It is
something that he is. Every action he does is love itself. So once again, in the broad mystery of life, I must have the bedrock of my faith be that "God is love" and not "God is loving."They seem similar, but there is a difference. One is an action. One is a being. Humans can be loving somedays and mean other days. But God is love, and there has never
been nor will ever be a day when he ceases to be love itself.This is love:not that we loved God, but that he loved us and sent his Son as an atoning sacrifice for our sins(1 John 4:10).6. God Is JustGod is perfect love, and He is perfectly just. He tells us this himself in Isaiah 61:8, "For I, the Lord, love justice" and that in Isaiah 30:18, "Therefore the Lord
longs to be gracious to you, And therefore He waits on high to have compassion on you. For the Lord is a God of justice; How blessed are all those who long for Him" (ESV).Sometimes, in Scripture, we can see choices God made and think, "That doesn't seem right? Why did God tell Israel to kill that enemy nation? Shouldn't he have said to go love
them?"Many people offer a solution to this by saying, "Well, that was God in the Old Testament. Now we have Jesus." Almost as if God took a 180-degree personality change in the pages between the Old and New Testaments.I dislike this answer because the Bible tells us that God never changes in Malachi 3:6. We also know that Jesus is God, so he
was in heaven with the Father even in the Old Testament.Every choice God made in the Old Testament is the choice Jesus made as well. Jesus tells us that he is eternal and never changes in Hebrews 13:8. In the New Testament, the Jesus we see is the same God we see in the Old Testament.A better answer is that God is just no matter what and if he
is all-knowing and all present, he can see an eternal we cannot.Imagine a Judge who knows all of the facts, saw every single possible piece of evidence, was in the room as a witness when the crime happened, can read the minds of everyone involved, and loves you more than anyone on the planet loves you.Would you trust him to make the proper
judgment that is both just and loving? Absolutely!lt is okay to say, "God, I don't understand." But we cannot submit him to our limited view of justice. Instead, we must realize, he is good, loving, and just.7. God Is JesusWant to know more attributes of God? Look at Jesus. Jesus said that if we have seen him, we have seen the Father (John 14:9.) So, look
at the life of Christ, and you will see the attributes of God.Is Jesus merciful? Then God is merciful. Is Jesus kind? Then God is kind. Is Jesus a healer? Then God is a healer. Is Jesus perfect, holy, and sinless? Then so is our God.Whatever attributes you see in Jesus, God shares as well because Jesus is God. So, whenever you want to learn more about the

Luke 1:37 (See also: Jer 32:17,27; Luke 18:27)Matthew 19:26 But Jesus beheld them, and said unto them, With men this is impossible; but with God all things are possible. Mark 10:27 And Jesus looking upon them saith,
With men it is impossible, but not with God: for with God all things are possible. Mark 14:36 And he said, Abba, Father, all things are possible unto thee; take away this cup from me: nevertheless not what I will, but what thou wilt. (Ref. Mark 14:32-36)Regardless of which religious affiliation or denomination you belong to, there is one undisputed
factual truth everyone can agree on which comes from the mouth of Jesus; with God all things are possible (Matthew 19:26).This statement makes this God personage the Almighty or omnipotent (Revelation 19:6). By definition, there can only be one who is Almighty or omnipotent.In this passage of Matthew, Jesus is referring to someone other than
himself. He is referring to a singular personage known as God (singular) of whom all things are possible.In Mark 14:36, Jesus identifies who this God is (the Father). This is pivotal in that this passage distinguishes at least one undisputed attribute Jesus claims God possesses. According to the Bible, although Jesus was given power from God, Jesus was
never greater than his Father, who was God (John 5:19, 30, 8:28, 9:33, 13:16; 14:10, 28; 1 Cor 15:24-28).These passages are probably the single most important distinction that exists between God & man (or any other type of spiritual being)Jesus abilities (on earth and in heaven) fit into one of two classifications; either Jesus was:1. Limited = Not
Almighty = not God; or2. Unlimited = Almighty = God2. God Is AlmightyThese passages support the position and title of God as being the Almighty God (mentioned 3 times) and God Almighty (mentioned 11 times)Genesis 17:1 And when Abram was ninety years old and nine, the appeared to Abram, and said unto him, I am the Almighty God; walk
before me and be thou perfect.Genesis 35:11 And God said unto him, I am God Almighty: be fruitful and multiply; a nation and a company of nations shall be of thee, and kings shall come out of thy loins;Exodus 6:3 And I appeared unto Abraham, unto Isaac, and unto Jacob, by the name of God Almighty, but by my name, JEHOVAH was I not known to
them.Job 33:4 The Spirit of God hath made me, and the breath of the Almighty hath given me life. NOTE: As the term implies there can only be one who is Almighty, otherwise God is not the Almighty but one of several mighty god beings.Revelation 21:22 verifies who holds what title; there is only one Almighty (who is God) and there is only one Lamb
(symbolically), of God, (who is Jesus).And I saw no temple therein: for the Lord God Almighty and the Lamb is the temple of it.In (John 14:28) Jesus is definitely NOT referring to himself as the Father but that he was going to see the Father (God). Likewise, Jesus was never claiming to be greater than himself, that would be somewhat ridiculous to
suggest such. (See also: John 5:19, 30; 8:28; 10:29, 14:10, 28)Jesus also acknowledges that he was limited in how much he knew (Matt 24:36, Mark 13:32)NOTE:These passages above (in sections 1 & 2) are powerful in that they specifically identify what Gods limits are NONE!!!3. God Is The Father of All SpiritsEqually as important, is the following
set of scriptures that identify and distinguishes God from man (or any other being) is that only God is the Father of all spirits; Hebrews 12:9 (See also: Numbers 16:22, 27:16; Job 12:10; Ecclesiastes 12:7; Isaiah 42:5, 57:16; Zechariah 12:1).Hebrews 12:9 (KJV) Furthermore we have had fathers of our flesh which corrected us, and we gave them
reverence: shall we not much rather be in subjection unto the Father of spirits, and live?This passage is in reference to God (who is called the Father). The problem for Trinitarians is the fact that the other two said personages (Jesus and the Holy Ghost) do not appear to have these capabilities if they are both equally God; which are titles never
ascribed to Jesus.The Attributes of a Spirit:A Spirit is regarded as supernatural and is separate from matter. Matter is whatever occupies space and is perceptible to the senses (man is an example of matter)Jesus himself confirms this definition to be true: God is a Spirit and a spirit hath not flesh and bones (John 4:24, Luke 24:39)Supernatural is not
explainable by the known forces or laws of nature; specific, of or involving God, ghosts, spirits, etc.The definition of the word spirit does not provide information as to what it looks like. If a spirit is a supernatural being (something not explainable by the known forces of the laws of nature) then it is possible that a spirit can live inside a human being
and not have the physical form of a human being. (John 1:18; John 5:37; 1 John 4:12)Therefore if a spirit is something that is not explainable by known forces of the laws of nature that means a spirit can be in anything and anywhere because it is not bound by the laws of nature.4. There Is Only One God in heaven & One God of heavenThus Trinitarians
have the dilemma of trying to explain how 3 gods = 1 God when there is only one personage who is declared to be God in heaven and God of heaven which are titles never found in the Bible as being ascribed to Jesus.God in heaven (stated 5 times)Deuteronomy 4:39 Know therefore this day, and consider it in thine heart, that the LORD he is God in
heaven above, and upon the earth beneath there is none else.Matthew 22: 29-30 Jesus answered and said unto them, Ye do err, not knowing the scriptures, nor the power of God. 30 For in the resurrection they neither marry, nor are given in marriage, but are as the angels of God in heaven. (*Jesus is speaking to the Sadducees, the angels did not
belong to him they belong to God, who was in Heaven )God of heaven (stated 23 times)Genesis 24:3 And I will make thee swear by the LORD, the God of heaven, and the God of the earth, that thou shalt not take a wife unto my son of the daughters of the Canaanites, among whom I dwell:Psalms 136:26 O give thanks unto the God of heaven: for his
mercy endureth for ever.5. God Is The Father (of Jesus and All Men) and He Resides in HeavenMat 5:16 Let your light so shine before men, that they may see your good works, and glorify your Father which is in heaven.Mat 5:45 That ye may be the children of your Father which is in heaven: for he maketh his sun to rise on the evil and on the good,
and sendeth rain on the just and on the unjust.Mat 5:48 Be ye therefore perfect, even as your Father which is in heaven is perfect.Mat 6:1 Take heed that ye do not your alms before men, to be seen of them: otherwise ye have no reward of your Father which is in heaven.Mat 6:9 After this manner therefore pray ye: Our Father which art in heaven,

and Jesus Christ whom He sent (John 17:3). Do you know what the Scriptures declare about the character of God?So, what are the attributes of God? Attributes are essentially characteristics or traits that are inseparable from someone or something. Regarding God, His attributes reveal who He is. We know about God, in large part, by knowing His
attributes and His ways. God always acts in accordance with His attributes. It is also important to understand that God does not hold one attribute above another. God is consistent and unified. For example, God does not sacrifice His justice in order to demonstrate His love. All of Gods attributes work together in harmony with one another in
everything He does. Below is a list of 21 attributes of God with Scriptural references. This listing of attributes does not imply any ranking about the attributes themselves. It is also not meant to be fully exhaustive. These 21 attributes are well-attested in Scripture. They should be believed by everyone who worships the God revealed in the Bible. God is
forever perfect in all of His unchanging attributes and these aspects of His character are all worth our serious and sober-minded reflection.We must state at the beginning that knowing about God by affirming attributes on a list is not the same as knowing God. Lets look to the revelation of God in Scripture to know more about who God is. He is more
amazing than we could ever imagine. This list is provided to help you grow in your understanding of God so that you may walk with Him more closely. I am the LORD your God, He who brought you from the land of Egypt, from the place of slavery.You must not have any other gods besides Me. You must not make for yourself an image of anything in
heaven above, on earth below, or in the waters beneath. (Deuteronomy 5:68)The LORD is the only true God. He is the living God and the everlasting King. When He shows His anger the earth shakes. None of the nations can stand up to His fury. (Jeremiah 10:10)For people everywhere report how you welcomed us and how you turned to God from
idols to serve the living and true God. (1 Thessalonians 1:9)For more on the One True God, see our article: Who Is The One True God?2. Eternal - God has no beginning or end in His own being. He sees all time equally vividly. Yet, God sees events in time and acts in time. God simply exists. He has always been and will always be.Remember what I
accomplished in antiquity! Truly I am God, I have no peer; I am God, and there is none like Me, who announces the end from the beginning and reveals beforehand what has not yet occurred, who says, My plan will be realized, I will accomplish what I desire. (Isaiah 46:9-10)Even before the mountains came into existence, or You brought the world into
being, You were the eternal God. (Psalm 90:2)For more on the Eternality of God, see our teachings: What Does It Mean That God Is Eternal?3. Unchangeable - God is unchanging in His being, perfection, purposes, and promises. Yet, God does act and feel emotions. He acts and feels differently in response to different situations.In earlier times You
established the earth; the skies are your handiwork. They will perish, but You will endure. They will wear out like a garment; like clothes you will remove them and they will disappear. But You remain; Your years do not come to an end. (Psalm 102:25-27)Since, I, the LORD, do not go back on my promises, you, sons of Jacob, have not perished.
(Malachi 3:6)Jesus Christ is the same yesterday and today and forever! (Hebrews 13:8)See our related article for more discussion of Gods immutable nature:What Does It Mean That God Is Unchangeable?4. Independent - God does not need us or the rest of creation for anything. Yet, we and the rest of creation can glorify Him and bring Him joy. God
Himself is the only necessary Being. He exists independently from all He has made and does not depend on anyone or anything external to Himself for any reason. By contrast, the rest of creation is contingent upon God as His creation. This is also sometimes referred to as Gods aseity.The God who made the world and everything in it, who is Lord of
heaven and earth, does not live in temples made by human hands, nor is he served by human hands, as if He needed anything, because He himself gives life and breath and everything to everyone. (Acts 17:24-25)For more, read our related article on Gods independence:What Does It Mean That God Is Independent?5. Unity - God is not divided into
parts, yet we do see different attributes of God emphasized at different times throughout Scripture.The LORD passed by before him and proclaimed: The LORD, the LORD, the compassionate and gracious God, slow to anger, and abounding in loyal love and faithfulness, keeping loyal love for thousands, forgiving iniquity and transgression and sin. But
He by no means leaves the guilty unpunished, responding to the transgression of fathers by dealing with children and children's children, to the third and fourth generation. (Exodus 34:6-7)Listen, Israel: The LORD is our God, the LORD is one! (Deuteronomy 6:4)Related article on Gods unity:What Does The Unity Of God Mean?6. Spirit - Gods
spirituality means that God exists as a being that is not made of any matter, has no parts or dimensions, is unable to be perceived by our bodily senses, and is more excellent than any other kind of existence.God is Spirit, and the people who worship Him must worship in spirit and truth. (John 4:24)For more, check out our related article: God is Spirit:
Worship Him in Spirit & Truth.7. Invisible - Gods invisibility means that Gods total essence, all His spiritual being, will never be able to be seen by us. Yet, God still shows Himself to us through visible, created things. Gods image is most perfectly revealed in the incarnation of Christ.Now to the eternal king, immortal, invisible, the only God, be honor
and glory forever and ever! Amen. (1 Timothy 1:17)He alone possesses immortality and lives in unapproachable light, whom no human has ever seen or is able to see. To him be honor and eternal power! Amen. (1 Timothy 6:16)He is the image of the invisible God, the firstborn over all creation, for all things in heaven and on earth were created by Him
all things, whether visible or invisible, whether thrones or dominions, whether principalities or powers all things were created through Him and for Him. (Colossians 1:15-16)For more, read our article: The Invisible God: What Does it Mean that God is Invisible?8. Omnipresent - God is always present at every point of space with His whole being. Yet,
God acts differently in different places, at different times, and according to His own purpose. This is not to be confused with thinking that God has material or physical spatial dimensions. Gods presence can be manifested in dramatic ways. It also may seem like God is nowhere to be found. Yet, God is fully aware and able to exercise His sovereign rule
over all creation simultaneously, perfectly, and effortlessly. Where can I go to escape Your Spirit? Where can I flee to escape Your presence? If [ were to ascend to heaven, You would be there. If I were to sprawl out in Sheol, there You would be. If I were to fly away on the wings of the dawn, and settle down on the other side of the sea, even there Your
hand would guide me, Your right hand would grab hold of me. (Psalm 139:7-10)9. Omniscient - God fully knows Himself and all things. God knows the actual and possible in one simple and eternal act. God knows.Your knowledge is beyond my comprehension; it is so far beyond me, I am unable to fathom it. (Psalm 139:6)And by this we will know that
we are of the truth and will convince our conscience in His presence, that if our conscience condemns us, that God is greater than our conscience and knows all things. (1 John 3:19-20)For who among men knows the things of a man except the man's spirit within him? So too, no one knows the things of God except the Spirit of God. (1 Corinthians
2:11)10. Omnipotent - Gods omnipotence means that God is able to do all His holy will. No one can thwart His plans.For nothing will be impossible with God. (Luke 1:37)Oh, Lord GOD, you did indeed make heaven and earth by Your mighty power and great strength. Nothing is too hard for You! (Jeremiah 32:17)Our God is in heaven! He does whatever
He pleases! (Psalm 115:3)I know that You can do all things; no purpose of Yours can be thwarted (Job 42:2)11. Creator - God is the Creator of the heavens and earth. He is before all things and all things exist because of Him. He was neither caused nor made by something or someone greater than Himself. He is the Cause and Maker of all things.
Nothing that does exist would exist apart from Him.Do you not know? Have you not heard? The LORD is an eternal God, the Creator of the whole earth. He does not get tired or weary; there is no limit to His wisdom. (Isaiah 40:28)In the beginning God created the heavens and the earth. Now the earth was without shape and empty, and darkness was
over the surface of the watery deep, but the Spirit of God was moving over the surface of the water. (Genesis 1:1-2)For all things in heaven and on earth were created by Him all things, whether visible or invisible, whether thrones or dominions, whether principalities or powers all things were created through Him and for Him. (Colossians 1:16)All
things were created by Him, and apart from Him not one thing was created that has been created. He Himself is the final standard of what is right.As for the Rock, His work is perfect, for all His ways are just. He is a reliable God who is never unjust, He is fair and upright. (Deuteronomy 32:4)But who indeed are you
a mere human being to talk back to God? Does what is molded say to the molder, Why have you made me like this? Has the potter no right to make from the same lump of clay one vessel for special use and another for ordinary use? (Romans 9:20-21)Now I, Nebuchadnezzar, praise and exalt and glorify the King of heaven, for all His deeds are right
and His ways are just. He is able to bring down those who live in pride. (Daniel 4:37)Equity and justice are the foundation of Your throne. Loyal love and faithfulness characterize Your rule. (Psalm 89:14)15. Good - The goodness of God means that God is the final standard of good. All that God is and does is worthy of approval.Praise the LORD! Give
thanks to the LORD, for He is good, and His loyal love endures! (Psalm 106:1)He said to him, Why do you ask me about what is good? There is only One who is good. Truthful - Gods truthfulness
means that He is the true God. All His knowledge and words are both true and the final standard of truth. It is impossible for God to lie.Do not plan evil in your hearts against one another. Do not favor a false oath these are all things that I hate, says the LORD. (Zechariah 8:17)So that we who have found refuge in him may find strong encouragement
to hold fast to the hope set before us through two unchangeable things, since it is impossible for God to lie. (Hebrews 6:18)Absolutely not! Let God be proven true, and every human being shown up as a liar, just as it is written: so that you will be justified in your words and will prevail when you are judged. (Romans 3:4)17. Wise - Gods wisdom means
that God always chooses the best goals and the best means to accomplish those goals. (Romans 11:33)The beginning of wisdom is to fear the LORD, and
acknowledging the Holy One is understanding. (Proverbs 9:10)18. Patient - Gods patience is demonstrated by His withholding punishment toward those who sin over a period of time.The Lord is not slow concerning His promise, as some regard slowness, but is being patient toward you, because He does not wish for any to perish but for all to come to
repentance. (2 Peter 3:9)But You, O Lord, are a compassionate and merciful God. You are patient and demonstrate great loyal love and faithfulness. (Psalm 86:15)But what if God, willing to demonstrate His wrath and to make known His power, has endured with much patience the objects of wrath prepared for destruction? (Romans 9:22)And regard
the patience of our Lord as salvation. (2 Peter 3:15)19. Wrath - Gods wrath means that He intensely hates all sin.Arrogant people cannot stand in Your presence; You hate all who behave wickedly. (Psalm 5:5)The one who believes in the Son has eternal life. The one who rejects the Son will not see life, but God's wrath remains on him. (John 3:36)For
the wrath of God is revealed from heaven against all ungodliness and unrighteousness of people who suppress the truth by their unrighteousness. (Romans 1:18)20. Jealous - Gods jealousy means that God continually seeks to protect Hisown honor.You shall not bow down to them or serve them, for I, the LORD, Your God, am a jealous God, responding
to the transgression of fathers by dealing with children to the third and fourth generations of those who reject Me. (Exodus 20:5)For you must not worship any other god, for the LORD, whose name is Jealous, is a jealous God. (Exodus 34:14)For the LORD your God is a consuming fire; He is a jealous God. (Deuteronomy 4:24)Therefore this is what the
sovereign LORD says: Now I will restore the fortunes of Jacob, and I will have mercy on the entire house of Israel. I will be jealous for My holy name. (Ezekiel 39:25)21. Love - Gods love means that God eternally gives of Himself to others. It is true that God is loving. However, Scripture goes even further and declares truth that is far deeper. God is
love.The person who does not love does not know God, because God is love. (1 John 4:8)But God demonstrates His own love for us, in that while we were still sinners, Christ died for us. (Romans 5:8)For this is the way God loved the world: He gave His one and only Son, so that everyone who believes in Him will not perish but have eternal life. (John
3:16)By this the love of God is revealed in us: that God has sent His one and only Son into the world so that we may live through Him. In this is love: not that we have loved God, but that He loved us and sent His Son to be the atoning sacrifice for our sins. (1 John 4:9-10) Topical EncyclopediaThe attributes of God are the inherent characteristics and
qualities that define the nature and essence of God as revealed in the Bible. These attributes are foundational to understanding who God is and how He interacts with His creation. The Bible provides a comprehensive picture of God's attributes, which can be categorized into communicable and incommunicable attributes.Incommunicable Attributes1.
Aseity: God's self-existence and independence from His creation. He is the uncaused cause, existing eternally without dependence on anything outside Himself. "Before the mountains were born or You brought forth the earth and the world, from everlasting to everlasting You are God" (Psalm 90:2).2. Immutability: God's unchanging nature. He is
constant and does not change in His essence, character, or promises. "I, the LORD, do not change. So you, O descendants of Jacob, are not destroyed" (Malachi 3:6).3. Eternity: God's existence beyond time. He has no beginning or end and transcends temporal limitations. "But You, O LORD, sit enthroned forever; Your renown endures to all
generations" (Psalm 102:12).4. Omnipresence: God's presence in all places at all times. He is not confined by spatial limitations. "Where can I go to escape Your Spirit? Where can I flee from Your presence?" (Psalm 139:7).5. Omniscience: God's complete and perfect knowledge. He knows all things, past, present, and future, including the thoughts and
intentions of the heart. "Great is our Lord and mighty in power; His understanding has no limit" (Psalm 147:5).6. Omnipotence: God's all-powerful nature. He is able to accomplish His will without any limitations. "For nothing will be impossible with God" (Luke 1:37).Communicable Attributesl. Holiness: God's absolute purity and moral perfection. He
is set apart from sin and is the standard of righteousness. "Holy, holy, holy is the LORD of Hosts; His glory fills the whole earth" (Isaiah 6:3).2. Love: God's self-giving and sacrificial nature. His love is unconditional and is demonstrated supremely in the sending of His Son. "God is love" (1 John 4:8).3. Mercy: God's compassion and kindness towards
those in distress. He is patient and forgiving, withholding the punishment deserved. "The LORD is compassionate and gracious, slow to anger, abounding in loving devotion" (Psalm 103:8).4. Justice: God's commitment to righteousness and fairness. He upholds His moral law and ensures that justice is executed. "For the LORD is righteous; He loves
justice. The upright will see His face" (Psalm 11:7).5. Truthfulness: God's faithfulness and reliability. He is the source of all truth and cannot lie. "God is not a man, that He should lie, nor a son of man, that He should change His mind" (Numbers 23:19).6. Wisdom: God's perfect application of knowledge. He knows the best means to achieve the best
ends. "Oh, the depth of the riches of the wisdom and knowledge of God! How unsearchable His judgments, and untraceable His ways!" (Romans 11:33).These attributes, while distinct, are perfectly unified in the being of God. They provide a framework for understanding His actions and character as revealed in Scripture. Each attribute reflects the
divine nature and is essential for a comprehensive understanding of who God is.
